Café Style Carousel Review
The Setting:  

[image: image1.wmf]Participants sit in a pod or at a table.   Use butcher paper (multiple light colors if possible) and cut sizes that resemble a table cloth when edges are cut.  Place the table cloth butcher paper on the top of a group of desks or table.  Each table cloth will need a set of colored pencils.  There should be no more than 5-6 participants in each group.

Materials:  

· a set of colored pencils for each group
· a light colored table cloth for each group
· questions for reflection and writing
· provide students with a graphic organizer to hold                          information
·  text…this could be optional
Step by Step:
· Arrange table cloths, colored pencils, and questions at each group setting (you may want to write the question on the tablecloth)

· Divide participants into equal groups using a mixer 
· Participants are assigned a table group at the beginning to stay with during the entire activity
· Participants read a short piece of text (may be skipped if text is not involved)

· Participants first think how they will respond to the question at their table. Then they independently write their response using the colored pens or markers. (Some teachers require that the students write their name or initials next to their response)

· Participants share their responses with the other “diners” at the table

· Rotate the participants once the time allotted is up. Approximately 5 minutes per question, but make time adjustments as necessary

· Participants move to the next table, read the question, think about their response, write the response, and again, share their responses (this procedure is repeated until each group has visited each question site) 
· Have groups return to each question site and record their assessment of KEY IDEAS on their graphic organizer. Participants also have time to read one another’s responses and bring up any questions they might have about the information on the tablecloths. The teacher can then use the tablecloths to engage the participants in a discussion.
